Mangdelad helhet

Rent Romus (USA) The Other World Finland Quintet hade mer &n en sida. Altsaxofonisten fran
San Francisco, som har finlandska rotter, framforde tillsammans med finska musiker sitt verk
The Otherworld Cycle. Den mangdelade helheten grundar sig pa hans studier av finsk-ugrisk och
samisk musik. Att bland annat Kalevala och karelsk folkmusik varit inspirationskallor hordes mer
an tydligt.

Lyckligtvis var det inte enbart fraga om pseudonationalromantiska klichéer serverade pa
femstrangade kanteler, fl6jtar samt salgpipor.

Bandet med Heikki Koskinen, Mikko Innanen, Teppo Hauta-aho och Olavi Louhivuori skapade
fina texturer och komplicerad grooves, som trots det svangde.

Trumpetaren Koskinen ar battre kand som Mike Koskinen genom klassikerskivan Sunwebs
(1976). Koskinen som verkat i USA sedan 70-talet spelade en elektronisk trumpet. Den Iat som en
valinspelad trumpet och gav ett lite surrealistiskt intryck. Bland annat sordin och oktaviage kan
vaxlas med knapptryck. Men det exakt stamda instrumentet avslojade tidvis mindre exakt

Multifaceted Whole

Rent Romus (USA) The Other World Finland Quintet was multifaceted. An alto saxophonist
from San Francisco who has Finnish roots, Romus presented together with Finnish musicians his
work “The Otherworld Cycle”. This many-sided whole work is based on his research of Finno-Ugric
and Sami music. One could also clearly hear influences of other Kalevala and Karelian music

Luckily it turned out to be more than only pseudonationalistic clichés served with five string
kantele, flutes and willowpipes. The band, together with Heikki Koskinen, Mikko Innanen, Teppo
Hauta-aho and Olavi Louhivuori created fine textures and complex grooves which swung despite
their complexity.

Trumpetist Koskinen is better known as Mike Koskinen through his classic Sunwebs (1976).
Koskinen, who has operated in USA since 70’s, played an electronic trumpet. It sounded like a well
recorded trumpet and gave a somewhat surrealistic impression. It can switch mutes and octaves
with buttons. However, at times it brought out less exactly tuned instruments in the ensemble.
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
